Asian Federation of Biotechnology (AFOB) is a non-profit organization established in 2008. Its incorporation was agreed upon by the delegates from Asian countries during the International Biotechnology Society (IBS) 2008 Conference, October 12-17, 2010 held in Dalian, China.

As discussed at the last AFOB Executive board meeting in Mogolia, the next AFOB Regional Symposium will be held in Ho Chi Minh City, Vietnam on February 10, 2012.

Target audience

• scientists from public and private research centers and universities;

• practitioners, managers and professionals;

• members of non-governmental organisations;

• students in biology, biotechnology, bioengineering chemistry, biochemistry etc.

Aim of the Conference:

The AFOB regional symposium provides a forum for researchers from Asian countries to exchange ideas and research results in biotechnology research and development, to share their experiences in advancing biotechnology development.

Symposium format

Participants are invited to submit voluntary contributions either as oral or poster presentations. AFOB Central Office and Organizing Committee will select 9 appropriate oral presentations. Due to this limitation some authors will perhaps be asked to covert their

suggested oral presentations into posters.

Oral presentation session

The oral presentation session will cover one day, starting at 9:00 and runs through afternoon.

This session will comprise three key-note speeches given by authoritative scientists, followed by nine oral presentations. This session is comprised of individuals who have submitted an abstract reflecting the conference themes. Time allocated for one oral presentation is 15 minute and plus 5 minute dedicated for questions and answers for audience.

Poster session

We strongly encourage scientists and graduate students to use this opportunity to present their work at this Symposium. Posters should be A0 format (841 mm x 1189 mm)

Registration and Registration fee
The registration form and abstract should be submitted to AFOB Central Office (hyoeun@afob.org) no later than November 30, 2011.

The total number of participants from foreign countries (other than Vietnamese) will be limited to 50. After receiving registration forms and abstracts from participants, AFOB Central Office will determine the final 50 participants.

- Registration fee for the foreign participants is 250USD/person (including two night accommodation, conference package, meals and coffee break during the Symposium).

- Registration fee for accompanying person is 150USD with adults and children above 10-year-old; 75USD with children 5- to 10-year-old; and free of charge with children under 5-year-old.

- Registration fee for Vietnamese participants is 500.000VND/person (including conference package, lunch and coffee break during the Symposium).

- The fee for social tour is 30USD/person with adults and children above 10-year-old; 20USD with children 5- to 10-year-old; and free of charge with children under 5-year-old

(including transportation, meals, and visiting tickets).

Registration fee and fee for social tour will be collected by cash at the Registration deck during the Welcome Reception at the Que Huong hotel.

Venue

The Symposium will take place in University of Science, National University of Ho Chi Minh City, Ho Chi Minh City, Vietnam.

Hotel reservation

Single rooms at the Que Huong hotel (3 stars) will be reserved for the foreign participants in 2 nights February 9 – 10th, 2012

Transportation

Buses will be operated during the Symposium (February 10th). Pick up service from hotel to Symposium venue and related destinations will be provided by Organizing Committee.

Participants will pay for taxi fee between Tan Son  Nhat Airport and Que Huong hotel (~10USD/time)
